Our school  profile

IES “Alto de los Molinos” is a relatively new school. It was opened in 2008 with only one group for 1st Compulsory Secondary Education and another one for 1st Bachillerato (post-compulsory secondary education). Nowadays, both ESO and Bachillerato are fully set and we have  583  students in total and a staff of 44 teachers.
We have been participating in the European Section programme (Bilingual Education Programme in English and Spanish) since the very beginning and nowadays more than half of our students are bilingual in ESO (Secondary Education). Most of them come from a high middle-class background and have had the opportunity of moving around Europe, therefore they are open-minded children and are very interested in other countries and cultures.
We already have experience with Comenius project.
Goals

Our work project will consist of making people aware of the importance of having a similar thinking and a common purpose in a multilingual environment. We are talking about feeling European ourselves regardless of our origin or language. We will develop it through the power of Music, Sports, Science, Maths , History and Technology, which are the subjects involved in our bilingual programme.
Activities

1. Every year we travel to London for three-four days with a bilingual group (3rd-4th year) to feel our English alive. This trip entails the assistance to a musical show, the visit to the most important museums of the town and a city tour , among others. Students love it because they enjoy but, at the same time they have hard work solving some prepared in advance activities.
2. This year we have also scheduled another activity called: “LA TOMA DEL AGUA” English and adventure Program, The world around us speaks English. Students from 1ºESO will experience linguistic immersion for a whole week in Riopar .It will be a mixture of Language and Nature.
3. IES “Alto de los Molinos” ,together with two other schools, participates in an exchange with another one in Great Britain.
